STEEL, ALUMINUM, TIN*

v steel/tin cans X cardboard cans
-rinsed and lables removed X metalized-look plastics
v aluminum cans X aerosol cans, wire strapping
-emptied, preferably flattened X aluminum foil, meat & pie tins
GLASS*
v pop/juice/beer bottles X ceramic dishes/ clay pots
-clear, brown, green, and blue X light bulbs
-emptied, lids removed X window panes, mirrors
v food containers X drinking glasses, crystal
-clear, brown, green, and blue X broken glass
-emptied, Lids removed
-remove lids, lables may remain
PLASTIC*
v plastic containers X Any other # plastic
-bottle type only with necks X plastic bags, bottle caps
-#1 and #2 X 1 and 5-gallon pails, styrofoam
-rinse, caps must be removed X plastic utensils, cups, lids
X motor oil containers
X plastic flower pots
NEWSPAPER/CARDBOARD/MAGAZINES
v newspaper and inserts X phone books
v glossy/shiny paper X dirty material
v magazines X greasy material EX: pizza boxes
v corrugated cardboard
-flatten
